The title is short and attractive if possible (no footnotes in the title; a short subtitle can be used if necessary).

First-level titles are never numbered. The different levels of titles must be clearly identified. For the second-level title: Times New Roman, italic, size 12. with 12pts spacing before and after. Under no circumstances should the title be completely capitalized (only for acronyms) or underlined.

Feel free to use headings with up to 3 levels. Third and last level titles are never numbered. The different levels of titles must be clearly identified. For the Third-level title: Times New Roman, Size 12. with 12pts spacing before and after, indented to the left by 1.25cm. Under no circumstances should the title be completely capitalized (only for acronyms) or underlined.


 Formatting guidelines  
Articles should be submitted in electronic format (.doc or .docx), in Times New Roman, 11, without line spacing, and without special formatting, on A4 format (portrait), using the following margins:
Top: 5 cm / Bottom: 5 cm / Left: 4.5 cm / Right: 4.5 cm / Binding: 0 / Header: 0 / Footer: 4 cm.
The number of words (including bibliography) must be between 6,000 and 9,000 maximum. Each illustration counts for 150 words.

Articles must be free of spelling mistakes.
 
[bookmark: _Toc388223912]Authors are solely responsible for the originality of the article. No significant portion of the article should have been previously published as an article or chapter or considered for publication.

Acronyms should be written in capital letters without a dot between each letter: MCMH, CNRS, etc. All acronyms must be explained on the first occurrence.

Short quotations are placed in quotation marks and italics within the text. The passages omitted from the quotations are indicated by ellipsis inside square brackets [...].
IMPORTANT : Any quotation of more than 7 lines without interruption ([...]) used in your text must be the subject of a prior request for reproduction rights according to the laws in force (to the publisher or the author).

Footnotes appear in the text in continuous superscript; notes are placed at the bottom of the relevant page. Footnotes should be used for additional information about the content of the sentence and not to reference an article or report.[footnoteRef:2]  [2:  Make moderate use of footnotes (10 maximum).] 


Italic: words in foreign languages in relation to the language used, therefore op. cit., Ibid., cf., a priori, a posteriori, etc.

Never use underlining in the body of the text.

References 
Bibliographic references should be mentioned in the body of the text, noting the name of the author and the year, e.g.: (Jean, 2002).  For articles with 2 authors, note both names followed by the year (Jean and Pouchkine, 2007). For articles or collective works with more than two authors, note the name of the first author and the mention et al. (Petit et al., 2006).  When several references are used for the same information, they must be put in chronological order (Jean and Pushkin, 2007; Petit et al., 2006; Jean, 2002). 

The bibliographic references will be grouped in alphabetical order at the end of the manuscript. They will be presented according to the following standards:

Tables and figures 
Being published initially in paper format, maps and figures should be designed to be readable on a 12 cm wide page (and 17 cm high) and provided in black and white (or Grayscale). The figure or map is followed by a legend in "Calibri" type font, size 9. The caption of each illustration should include a title (figure 1 - ...) - possibly a comment - and the source.

Photos, maps and diagrams must be filed and numbered as a figure in the captions (Figure x:…).

Figures and tables should be placed where they appear in the text. The minimum definition of the images is 800 pixels for the largest side and a resolution of 300 dpi. Maps and images should be clear and easy to read. We cannot improve the quality of images.

Tables are expected in Word format in the text and not as image files. Tables must be preceded by a legend in "Calibri" type font, size 9. The caption of each illustration should include a title (Table 1: ...) - possibly a comment - and the source.


Table 1: Title, comments, Source: 
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The source files of the illustrations must be sent in a separate folder, in their original format and size (ai, gif, jpeg or png formats) avoiding compressed files. The file names of the illustrations must be explicit (author's name fig1.gif, author's name fig2.jpg, ...) and must refer to the titles of the illustrations mentioned in the text.

VERY IMPORTANT: the author must make sure that the images used are free of rights or that they own the rights.
Evaluation process 
 Failure to comply with the instructions to authors will result in automatic rejection of the article.

All articles are submitted to a review by the members of the peer review committee, the feedback of the reviews will be communicated to the authors for possible corrections and improvements. The members of the peer review committee are invited to give their opinion and to make remarks, on the form or the substance. The members of the committee can of course also make proposals to improve the articles (revise certain parts, issue critical opinions, ...). The selection of authors will be based on the evaluation of full papers and not on abstracts.
